Board Members Present: Myron Wasson, Mark Craft, Sid Sudbeck, Dillion Kraft and Robert Wehrer. Others Present: Gene Schwede, Rick Sirek, Andrew Wolff, Jason Pollreisz and Gregg and Jan Lambrecht.


Craft called meeting to order at 6:30 PM. Roll call taken: Bob Wehrer, Sid Sudbeck, Myron Wasson, Dillion Kraft and Mark Craft present. 

Motion made by Wasson to accept January minutes as written and seconded by Sudbeck. All in favor. Motion carried. Clerk Mike Mayfield read the official treasurer report for January. Motion made by Wehrer to accept January’s official treasurer’s report, seconded by Wasson.  All in favor. Motion carried.


Department Updates: 

Wehrer – Wehrer reported that the Fire Hall and Village Hall buildings will have the Bargain Byway on April 26th & 27th. Also, will try to have a food truck in town on those days. Wehrer called the state road department and had them fill pot holes on Hiway13. Wehrer is getting quotes to replace the guard rail and posts on Old Hadar Road. Wehrer is checking on the lot lines on North 3rd and 4th streets.

Sudbeck – Lagoon testing will be coming in March.

Wasson – No news to report due to camping season and sports are done for the season.

Kraft – Dillion Kraft reported that there may be some foxes in the area. He will be planning on the next steps needed to  
take to deal with this possible issue. Kraft also offered the assistance from the company (Fischer Tree) he works for to assist with snow removal if we get large amounts.

New Business: 

Rick Sirek and Andrew Wollfe were present to go over the Policy updates and increases of The Village of Hadar insurance policy.

MFO Funds were dispersed over 6 recipients. See below for amounts given.

Gregg Lambrecht inquired if he made the land, he is thinking of developing into 3 acre lots could he tie in to the Village sewer line. Craft said that it could be possible and there would have to be more discussion if Lambrecht goes this direction.

Mark Craft reported that the dumpster needs repaired or replaced. Wasson made motion to buy new dumpster from Apache for the sum $1250.00. Sudbeck seconded, All in favor. Motion Carried.
Motion made to scrap old dumpster by Wasson, seconded by Sudbeck. All in favor, motion carried.

Craft said NRD is offering a grant that could be used in updating or replacing the restrooms at the Hadar park. The grant is 50% of total costs not exceeding $30,000. Motion made by Sudbeck to proceed into receiving grant, seconded by Wehrer. All in favor, motion carried.

Craft received an estimate from Johnson’s Service Company to Clean & Video 6’ and 8’sewer lines, Root saw and clean sewer, locate and expose Manholes, lift station cleaned. $1.95 per ft for 8” lines and $2.10 per ft for 6” lines. Wasson made motion to accept estimate and put the Village of Hadar on Johnson’s Service Company. Seconded by Sudbeck, all in favor. Motion carried

Waste Coalition agreement 1. Resolution 2024212 (The Village of Hadar has made application for membership into the Northeast Nebraska Solid Waste Coalition). Wehrer made Motion to accept said Resolution, seconded by Sudbeck, All in favor. Motion carried.
2. Resolution, to have a representative for The Village of Hadar. Wehrer made Motion to nominate Sid Sudbeck as Representative and Myron Wasson as the alternate, seconded by Kraft, All in Favor. Motion carried.

Potholes on Highway 13 and 4th street. Wehrer will contact The State of Nebraska to fill in holes.

Craft is going to get bids on a box scraper for the John Deere Tractor to maintain the alleys.

Hadar RFD and Rescue is having their pancake feed on March 3rd from 8-1. They are having their Easter event on March 23rd from 1–3 pm.

Mike Mayfield turn in letter of resignation. Wasson made motion to accept resignation, seconded by Wehrer. All in favor, motion carried.
