Craft called meeting to order at 6:30 PM. Roll call taken: Bob Wehrer, Sid Sudbeck, Myron Wasson, 
and Mark Craft present. Dillion Kraft absents.

Motion made by Wasson to accept February minutes as written and seconded by Wehrer. Kraft absent. All in favor. Motion carried. Clerk Mike Mayfield read the official treasurer report for February. Motion made by Wasson to accept February’s official treasurer’s report, seconded by Sudbeck. Kraft absent. All in favor. Motion carried.


Department Updates: 

Wehrer – Reported that he went to the office at JEO and got a copy of the right of way of Ash Street. He and Sudbeck are going to locate the pins for the lot lines. The purpose is to find the legal line that the Village can use for snow removal.
Bargain Byways will be April 26th and 27th. There will be booths at the Hadar Fire Hall and the Village of Hadar building. There will be a food truck located at the Hadar Fire Hall.

Sudbeck – JEO did the Spring testing at the lagoon and waiting for the results of their report. Craft reported that he opened the bypass between the North and South lagoons.

Wasson – Trees have been trimmed. The new envelopes are ready for the camping season.
Wasson presented the catalog of the Northeast Nebraska Regional Land Bank.
Contacting NRD for possible grant for the updates for the restrooms at the park. 

Kraft – Dillion Kraft reported to the Monthly meeting at 7:15. He had attended the Pierce School Board meeting prior to Village meeting. Kraft had changes that he would bring to the New Business part of meeting. 


New Business: 

Jeanne Reigle attended the meeting. She a Conservative Republican candidate for Legislature for District 19. She shared her concerns for the Agriculture of Nebraska and Small-town communities. For more information, please call 402-841-4801. We thank her for presenting her cares and concerns for our State.

Craft brought up the discussion of increasing the yearly rates of Hadar Ridge Estates. The monies are used for the maintenance and snow removal of Maple Street. The Board members are looking to see the rate the Village of residents are being assessed for their part of street maintenance. At the next meeting in April, they will bring the findings and decided a fair increase if needed for the Hadar Ridge Estates. The president (Doug Burkink) of Hadar Ridge Estates will be notified prior to the April 8th meeting.

Craft said that Johnson’s put us on their schedule for the sewer line inspection, locating manholes and cleanouts, also digital information on all sewer lines. Johnson’s will give the Village of Hadar at least 1 week notice before beginning work. This will not exceed the bid of $25,000.00. 

Kraft discussed changes he thought needed to the dog registrations, Rates should to be raised to $10.00 yearly, phone number changed to the Village of Hadar’s office number, having a picture of their dog on file and owners having the option to license their dog for 2 years at a time instead of every year. Motion made to accept changes by Sudbeck, seconded by Wasson. 4 in favor and 1 opposed. Motion carried.

Wehrer received 2 bids for the replacing guard rails and posts on the approaches on the bridge on Old Hadar Road. One from GCE Enterprises, Inc for $27,790.00. The other one from Midwest Fence-Guardrail Systems, Inc for $38,312.50. The board wants to move forward with the GCE bid. Before the bid is accepted there needs to be more information. Wehrer will contact them on the specs they have and what kind of posts the will be using. Also, what is their timetable in completing the job. Tabled until next month.

Craft made motion to move into an Executive Session, seconded by Wasson, all in favor. Room was cleared of all guests at 7:25 and resumed regular meeting at 8:15.  
  
Craft asked the Board members if the Village should buy bags of street repair mix or bring in 1 or 2 tons of bulk mix. Wasson motion to buy by the bulk, seconded by Wehrer. All in favor, motion carried.
