Street repair, 3 Bids were taken. The companies bidding were Craig Beck, Stone Paving Co. and H&L Asphalt LLC. The first areas that will be repaired are North of HWY 13 and Maple Street. The Motion made after going over all bids was to accept the bid from H&L Asphalt for the bid of $44,760.00 with a 35% retainer fee by D. Kraft and seconded by Wasson. All in favor, motion carried. Wehrer absent.

M.Craft sent to all Board members the updated Zoning Regulations to review. Motion by Sudbeck to accept the updated Zoning Regulations, seconded by Wasson. All in favor, Motion carried. Wehrer absent.

Wasson brought to the attention of Park Ordinance’s that need to be updated. How many days will be allowed to camp at the park. Not to allow tents to be setup on the grass because it kills the grass. What should be the fair daily rates. Board members will set up a meeting with Jeff Hrouda law office to discuss these matters. Motion made to talk with Hrouda to make amendments to the existing Ordinance’s by D. Kraft, seconded by Sudbeck. All in favor. Motion carried. Wehrer absent.

Sewer rate increase by 3.5%. Motion to increase sewer rate by 3.5% made by Wasson, seconded by Kraft. All in favor, Motion carried. Wehrer absent. 

HRFD have order a new ambulance. Fire Chief Schuett ask if the Village of Hadar would consider donating to the Ambulance purchase at the last Villages monthly meeting? After discussion of the need of the ambulance and the importance of having a reliable ambulance,  Motion was made to Donate the sum of $10,000.00 to the Hadar Rural Fire Department for the purchase of a new ambulance by Wasson, seconded by Kraft. All in Favor, motion carried. Wehrer absent.

Craft brought to the Board that if the Village of Hadar should discontinue the use of the recycle bin at the city office. Motion was made by D. Kraft to discontinue the recycle bin, seconded by Wasson. All in favor, Motion carried. Wehrer absent.
